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SAFETY WARNING

A rifle is only as safe as the person handling it.  You can never be too careful.  Shooting accidents are often caused by careless mistakes such as failing to control the direction of your muzzle, failing to fully engage the safety, leaving ammunition in the chamber, or using improper loads.  These oversights can result in the destruction or loss of life, limb, or property.  It is critically important that you know and follow the principals of safe gun handling and storage. 

Know and practice the 10 Commandments of firearm safety. 

1 - Always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction

2 - Firearms should be unloaded when not actually in use

3 - Don’t rely on your rifle’s safety

4 – Be sure of your target and what’s behind it

5 – Use the correct ammunition

6 – If your rifle fails to fire when the trigger is pulled – handle with extreme caution!  

7 – Always wear eye and ear protection when shooting – doubly important when shooting a rifle fitted with a muzzlebrake.  

8 – Be certain the barrel is clear of obstructions before shooting

9 – Don’t depend on someone else to check your firearm.

10 – Shoot straight – be safe!  Alcohol, drugs and guns are a deadly combination.  Never consume anything that could impair your judgment or coordination.
